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CONSTITUTION

1. The name of the league shall be ‘Newport & District Pool League 2000’.

2. The object of the league is to promote and support the game of 8-Ball Pool in the area Newport and surrounding areas. The League shall establish itself as a creditable governing body, responsible for the co-ordination of the game within its area.

3. The control of the League shall be by an elected committee, as in item 4 hereunder.

4. Officers of the League shall comprise of: Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson, General Secretary, Treasurer, Fixture Secretary & Competition Secretary, as well as six elected committee members.

5. All elections are to take place at the Annual General Meeting (AGM). All nominations are to be proposed and seconded. These appointments are for a period of one year.

6. Should a member of the committee fail to attend four consecutive meetings, without good reason for absence, he/she will automatically cease to hold office.
7. Five of the said committee shall constitute a quorum, so long as at least one officer is present.

8. Casual vacancies on the committee may be filled by co-option. Any person co-opted would serve.

9. The committee shall have the power to co-opt up to four members and to appoint a sub-committee and shall prescribe the functions of any sub-committee.
10. The date of the AGM shall be communicated at least four weeks before said meeting.

11. All matters arising from both the Winter & Summer leagues will be discussed at the AGM.

12. The business transacted at the AGM shall include: 
a. The consideration of the balance sheet and the statement of the accounts for the prior 12 months.

b. The election of officers, when applicable.

c. The considerations of any additions, alterations or amendments of this constitution or league rules.

d. The considerations of any other business concerning the affairs of the running of the league, provided that in the opinion of the committee the business of is sufficient importance to warrant discussion at an AGM.
13. Any proposals for changes to the constitution, or rules of the league MUST be put in writing to the league committee at least four weeks prior to the AGM.

14. The Treasurer shall keep an account of all income and expenditure for said league and submit such accounts at the AGM. The league bank account shall be in the name of the league (Point 1). Monies can only be withdrawn with the signatures of both the Chairperson and Treasurer.

15. The annual league fees and competition fees shall be decided at the AGM. All monies for the league must be paid before the season starts. 
a. Current league team fees are per season - £60

b. Current Competition fees are - £2 per person/per competition.
16. The income of the league shall be obtained by league entry fees, competition fees & ticket receipts.
17. In the event of the league disbanding all available assets shall be, after all liabilities are taken into account, be equally distributed amongst all currently registered league members.
LEAGUE RULES

18. Match night is a Sunday night. The format of the league will be 7 frames. Starting with a doubles frame, 5 singles, and then a doubles frame. Each individual player can play a maximum of 2 frames (1 Single & 1 Doubles).
19. The league will be played using WPA Blackball rules. The league is affiliated to the Welsh Pool Association and any rules changes brought in by the WPA will automatically be adopted by the league as voted by the floor (AGM 2017).
20. Away teams will put players name on the card first.

21. Home team to referee frames 1,3,5,7 & away team 2,4,6.

22. Players will lag every frame to determine the breaker. The winner of the lag can choose to break or pass the honour to his/her opponent.

23. In doubles frames, players are permitted to confer with their partner prior to playing their first shot and but not after. Should a player touch the table then all conferring should stop.

24. NO match cancellations are permitted. Any team that fails to attend a match will be withdrawn from the league. Only 3 players are needed to constitute a match (1 Doubles & 3 Singles).

25. Any team that withdraws from the league, for any reason, will be banned for the following two seasons and players will be removed from all league competitions.
26. All teams must ensure that result cards are filled in correctly with the captain’s signature. Any teams that are found guilty of falsifying result cards will be expelled from the league and will also be subject to a ban, length of which will be determined by the league committee.
27. The deadline for all league results must be with the Fixture Secretary by no later than close of play Wednesday following the match. Failure to submitted the result before the deadline will result in a loss of bonus points from said match.

28. Any team found guilty of unfairly giving points to another team will be expelled from the league.

29. Matches to commence and first players names are to be written on the result card at 7.30pm. Failure can result in frames being claimed at 10 minute intervals.
30. The first and second placed team in each division will be promoted up a division in the next corresponding Winter or Summer League. The bottom two teams in each division will be demoted down a division.
31. In the event of teams being on tied points in Promotion/Relegation spots, a play off will be played on finals night to determine league position.

32. The event of the team drop outs in any division, the fixture secretary may amend the number of promoted/relegated teams to ensure a balanced league.

33. Any player that is a banned from any league venue, be it league or competitions, will not be able to take part that night. The league cannot and will not interfere in matters concerning players admission into league venues.
34. Any teams wishing to make a complaint must do so in writing with 48 hours of the incident occurring. A £1 fee must be paid which will be returned should the complaint be upheld.
35. All registration forms, with all players full names & addresses, must be received by the Fixture Secretary before the date stated on the bottom of the form. Failure will result in one point being deducted per week the form is late.
36. Any Player that wishes to make a transfer to other team may do so before the league halfway point. A fee of £1 must be sent to the Fixture Secretary, together with the name & address of player plus team he/she wishes to transfer to and from.

37. A maximum of nine trophies will be provided per team per league/knockout competition. If any extra trophies are required this must be paid for by the team and paid for in advance of ordering.
38. The league are currently permitted six entries into the WPA Welsh Closed Tournament. There is a £5 entry fee which will be paid for by the league. The entries are picked thus:
a. City Singles – Winner & Runner-Up (Winter & Summer)
b. 1st Division Averages Winner (Winter & Summer)
Should players decline their entry the committee will pick the replacement entrants. Players that accept their entry but fail to play will not be permitted entry on the next occasion they qualify.
39. Any person/s who are found guilty by the league committee to have committed act of violence to any member/s at any league run night will be automatically be banned from the league for a minimum of 1 year. 
Any teams who’s supporters commit an act of violence to any member/s at any league run night will be automatically be banned for the league for a minimum of 1 year. 
Any form of threatening behaviour, bullying (by spreading rumours and gossip), Harassment, Denigration or flaming online or at a NDPL pool night, or  NDPL Competition or Presentation nights will be banned for the league for a minimum of 1 year. 

Anyone who makes threats on the internet could be committing a criminal offence. This will apply whether the incident/s occurs before, during or after a match or inside or outside the premises. The committee shall also have the authority to set any length of ban, including a life time ban, if it is deemed necessary. 
It's against the law in the UK to use the phone system, which includes the internet, to cause alarm or distress. It could also be against the 1997 Harassment Act. 

If threats are made against you or your team then it's essential, you inform the NDPL committee and if necessary make a complaint to the police. Please make copies of any threats made.
40. Any members that bring the name of the ‘Newport & District Pool League 2000’ into disrepute or contravene any of the rules herein will be dealt with by the Committee.

41. The committee shall deal with any matter not contained within this constitution and the committees’ decision will be final.
LEAGUE COMPETITONS
42. All Competitions will be played on Monday nights throughout the season with the exception of finals night which will be on a Sunday night after the completion of the league.
43. All Competitions will be played at neutral venues. Players MUST play at the allocated time, venue and on the set competition night. Any players who don’t, will be disqualified from that competition.
44. Competition night results must be with the Competition Secretary by no later than 12pm the following day of the set competition night. Failure to submit the result for any reason before the deadline will result in disqualification from that competition.
45. All finals will be played on finals night. Should a player be unable to attend then the match will be awarded to their opponents.
46. All competitions to be played down to finals night according to the competition calendar with exception of the city singles were the semi-finals and final will be held.

47. All players must be at their allocated venue at 7.45pm for the draw for play to commence at 8pm. Should all players not be at the draw they will not be permitted to play.
48. Teams wishing to enter the Knockout Cup must fill out an entry form and hand it in at on competition entry night. This is played on a home or away basis until the semis from which neutral venues will allocated.
49. Players in both Doubles & 3 Man Team competitions can be changed at the first-round stage only, this includes the 3 Man reserve player. Any changes must be notified directly to the Competition Secretary before the commencement of the match. Failure to do so automatically disqualifies the team from this competition.
50. A Singles, Doubles & 3 Man Team competition will also be staged for players not in Divisions 1 & 2. Eligible players are permitted to enter both these competitions and also the City competitions.

· Players to lag to determine breaker, alternate break thereafter.

· Players to lag to determine breaker, All 4 players to alternate break thereafter.
· Standard Newport League doubles rules apply.
· Best of - Early Rounds (5), Quarters (7), Semis (9) & Finals (11)

3 Man Team

· Format is Single, Double, Single, Double & Single.
· Player A – 1st Single & 2nd Double.
· Player B – 1st Double & 2nd Single.
· Player C – 1st Double, 2nd Double & 3rd Single.
· Players to lag every frame to determine breaker.
· Standard Newport League doubles rules apply.
· All Rounds are best of 5.
It is the responsibility of all team captains to ensure that this Constitution and all League Rules are made available to all of their players. It is the players responsibility to ensure that they know and understand this Constitution and League Rules – They must be a followed at all times.
